Singing room, all we sing are those great endings! We’ll share the classics and new tags, with music and by ear.

2. Heritage of Harmony Sing - Bill Biffle, George Gipp, Rich Gray

A fun read through of BHS’s 50" anniversary songbook, available from barbershop.org as a hard copy or
download. Real barbershop songs arranged in the barbershop style for easy singing. Although a few books will
be provided, bringing your own will be a sign of “judgment, brains, and maturity”.
